As I am sure that you are already aware, Bishop Feehan has an exceptionally strong World Languages Department. In addition to outstanding teachers, this experience has been augmented by the addition of a $250,000 Sanako Language Lab. This lab, made possible in large part because of Dinner Auction funding, is better than many local colleges and universities offer. 

In response to many requests, Bishop Feehan is proud to offer Mandarin Chinese in our classrooms next year! I ask that everyone be mindful that the extent to which Mandarin I is offered is contingent upon staffing, space, and class size. You will find more detailed information in Shamrock Studies. 

In an effort to promote this program, Feehan is starting the Chinese Culture Club (CCC) for students in grades 9-12. The CCC will be under the direction of two Social Studies teachers, Ms. Brusseau and Ms. McGonigle, both of whom have experience with Chinese Culture. As you will see from the attached materials, the focus of CCC is not necessarily language, but an understanding of the culture and traditions. 

The beauty of the CCC is that the topics covered in each session are "stand alone" or unique in nature. The benefit of this is that students with busy schedules can pick and choose sessions to attend; however, a student must sign up now to be eligible for any meetings. 

To accommodate schedules, two organizational meetings will be held this week. On Wednesday or Thursday, February 2 or 3, interested students should report to the Doran Arts Center, Room 3 at 2:30pm. These first meetings should conclude by 3pm. Bringing the parent permission slip would be helpful but is not mandatory.
