· be written in three full paragraphs (five sentences minimum  per paragraph) in response to each essay question.

The entire exam is based upon a possible total of 60 points. 
Ink must be used, answers must be legible. 
Please bring white out the day of the exam. 
Students are not allowed to bring into the examination any notes, or study guides. 
Paper will be provided the day of the exam.  
The examination period will run 90 minutes, so plan accordingly.

Part I: Theological Knowledge

Content Area: Sacred Scripture/God/Christ Jesus  
Choose 1 (one) of the following.

1. God’s message to humanity is one of love and presence revealed specifically in the Scriptures.  Give five specific examples of how God has been revealed as a loving and   present God in Hebrew Scriptures. Explain how each example conveys God’s message of love and presence.

2. God’s message to humanity is one of love and presence revealed specifically in the Scriptures. Give five examples of how God has been revealed as a loving and present God in the ministry of Jesus in the Christian Testament. Explain how each example conveys God’s message of love and presence.

Content Area: Moral Living/ Paschal Mystery/Social Teaching of the Church                                                   
All students MUST answer #3, and then choose a second question, either #4, 5 or 6  for this section.
3. Give a full and complete definition of Paschal Mystery.  If Paschal Mystery is part of the fabric of a Christian’s faith life, what difference does Paschal Mystery mean in how you walk through your life in faith?  Give a concrete example to support your answer.
4. The Catholic Church holds for a Consistent Life Ethic.  Summarize what this teaching is, its significance, and how it has impacted your moral development and moral thinking in four significant ways.  

5. Explain how the Church’s teaching on human sexuality reflects the dignity of human life. Be sure in your response to summarize and incorporate the Church’s teaching on the dignity of human life and the Church’s teaching on human sexuality.  

6. It has often been stated that Matthew 25 is the summation of the Christian lifestyle.  Summarize the meaning of Matthew 25 in your own words. Explain why Matthew 25 can be considered a “summation of the Christian lifestyle”, using four examples from your view of life as a senior in 2008.







Content: Sacramental Theology and Christian Lifestyle  
Complete the following mandatory question.
7. The Vatican II document, “Constitution on the Liturgy, 10” states that 

“The Liturgy is the summit toward which the activity of the Church is directed. At the same time it is the fountain from which all her power flows.  For the goal of apostolic works is that all who are made children of God by faith and baptism should come together to praise God in the midst of His Church, to take part in the Church’s sacrifice, and to eat the Lord’s supper”.  

Eucharist is at the very heart of the Catholic life, the highest form of prayer.  Why is this so? What does the Roman Catholic Church teach about the meaning of Eucharist?

Discuss five ways Jesus and His message are significant in your own faith life.  (Or, if a member of a non-Christian religion, what things have I learned about Jesus that has been beneficial to me as I follow the religious path to which I am called?)

10. Who has been a model of faithful living for you? This person could be someone you have studied about from the Judaic/Christian tradition, or someone from your own life. Discuss three reasons for your selection.   What virtues does this person exhibit that you would like to emulate and why?

11. As you depart Bishop Feehan High School, what are the five most significant religious ideas or insights that you have gained over your four years? Provide reasons for each of your choices.
12. If you had been given a mission to teach Catholic Christianity to one  

person for a day……….
· What would you say to them about the beliefs/ teachings of Catholicism- what written sources would you show them and why?

· Where would you take them to help them understand the worship practices of Catholics and why?

· Who would you introduce them to in order to provide examples of Christ alive in our world today and why?
